A few odds and ends:

Changes at the Palm
Beach Symphony: Mi-
chael Finn, who came to
the Palm Beach Sympho-
ny after retirement fol-
lowing a busy career as
a bassoonist and dean at
the Julliard School, has
left the symphony after
only a year and a half in

what was an apparent dif-
ference of opinion on the
orchestra’s future direc-
tion.

But Finn will be return-
ing to Palm Beach in the
upcoming season as the
artistic and executive di-
rector of the Palm Beach
Chamber Music Society.
Finn told me the group
will be presenting six
chamber music concerts
at Mar-a-Lago in the com-
ing season. He’s working
with philanthropist and
musician Vicki Kellogg on
the initiative, and details
about the concerts will
be available in Septem-
ber. No word yet on his
replacement at the Palm

Beach Symphony.

Name change in Bo-
ca: The Boca Raton Sym-
phonia has changed its
name to The Sympho-
nia. Artistic director Jef-
frey Kaye said the idea
behind the change was to
have a name that would
allow the orchestra to be
in different cities with-
out sounding “too pro-
vincial.”

“Our logo, when we're
in Boca, will be The Sym-
phonia Boca Raton, and
if we go to Eissey, or if we
go to the Broward Cen-
ter, what I'd like to see is,
The Symphonia at Bro-
ward or The Symphonia
at Eissey,” Kaye said.
